Social enterprises:
Sebi seeks impact
reports by Oct 31

Mumbai, May 27

THE SECURITIES AND
Exchange Board of India (Sebi)
has mandated social enter-
prises,which haveregistered or
raised funds through the Social
Stock Exchange (SSE), to sub-
mit an ‘annual impact report’-
for FY24 by October 31.

This is an extension from
the current requirement for
social enterprises to disclose
the annual impact report
within 90 days from the end of
the financial year.

“Social enterprises which
haveregistered orraised funds
through SSE shall be required
to submit Annual Impact
Report to SSE by October 31,
for FY24,” Sebi stated in a cir-
cular on Monday.

A social impact report
includes qualitative and quan-
titative details of past social
impacts by the enterprise,cov-
ering aspects such as strategic
intent, planning, approach,
and an impact scorecard.

Not-for-profit organisa-
tions (NPOs) registered on the
SSE,including those with listed

their annual activities on the
exchange for FY24, Sebi said.

Further, Sebi has allowed
two more self regulatory
organisations (SRO) with
which social impact assessors
can be registered, in the con-
text of the social stock
exchange, in another circular
on Monday.

Along with the SRO under
Institute of Chartered Accoun-
tants of India (ICAI), Sebi has
added ICMAI Social Auditors
Organisation under the Insti-
tute of Cost Accountants of
India, and ICSI Institute of

Aster DM
to invest
2250 cr for
expansion

ASTER DM HEALTHCARE will
invest 3250 crore to expand
Aster CMI Hospital,a multispe-
cialty facility in Bengaluru.

The expansion planincludes
adding 300,000 sq ft of space,
increasing bed capacity to 850
from the existing 500. The
upgraded facility is expected to
be operational by FY27, the
company said. With this expan-
sion, the firm’s total bed
strength in Bengaluruwill riseto
1,602.“This expansion of Aster
CMIHospitalisexpected to have
a positive impact on both
EBITDA and PAT, as it involves
minimal fixed costs for operat-
ing the additional beds. We do
not expect any margin dilution
in the short term as well,” said
Nitish Shetty, CEO of Aster DM
Healthcare,India.
